ENTRY GUIDELINES:
Entries may be fiction or nonfiction in prose, poetry, drama, song lyrics or short stories.
No more than 2 students may work on a single entry.  Entries containing violence or
objectionable language will not be accepted.
Your story must incorporate one of the FOUR following ideas/themes:

Entries MUST:
Be typed or neatly handwritten.  
Be created by no more than two students* 
You may not use your own name or the full name of another Swallow Student in your story.
Be edited by at least one grown-up (parent or teacher) before it is submitted to the contest. 
Words must be spelled correctly.
Include a front cover with only Title and Cover Art (If using)
Include a title page that has title, author, grade, and teacher 
Include three blank pages at the back-labeled "Comment Pages"
Include an author's biographical statement
Have loose, numbered pages.  Use standard-sized, 8 ½" x 11" paper.  
Leave blank ½" margin on left for binding.  
Put pages in a folder or staple them together with a single staple in the top left corner. 

  Please paper clip official entry form to story. 
Entries MAY (optional) include: Illustrations or photographs taken by the student (No Pop-ups on pages
please), a dedication page, a table of contents, and a photograph or drawing of the author.
